Second Sunday in Lent 

INTRODUCTION 

The second covenant in this year’s Lenten readings is the one made with Abraham 
and Sarah: God’s promise to make them the ancestors of many, with whom God 
will remain in everlasting covenant. Paul says this promise comes to all who share 
Abraham’s faith in the God who brings life into being where there was no life. We 
receive this baptismal promise of resurrection life in faith. Sarah and Abraham re-
ceive new names as a sign of the covenant, and we too get new identities in bap-
tism, as we put on Christ.

Gospel: Mark 8:31-38  
After Peter confesses his belief that Jesus is the Messiah, Jesus tells his disciples 
for the first time what is to come. Peter’s response indicates that he does not yet 
understand the way of the cross that Jesus will travel. 
 
31[Jesus] began to teach them that the Son of 
Man must undergo great suffering, and be reject-
ed by the elders, the chief priests, and the 
scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise 
again.32He said all this quite openly. And Peter 
took him aside and began to rebuke him. 33But 
turning and looking at his disciples, he rebuked 
Peter and said, “Get behind me, Satan! For you 
are setting your mind not on divine things but on 
human things.” 
  34He called the crowd with his disciples, and 
said to them, “If any want to become my follow-
ers, let them deny themselves and take up their cross and follow me. 35For those 
who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose their life for my sake, 
and for the sake of the gospel, will save it. 36For what will it profit them to gain 
the whole world and forfeit their life? 37Indeed, what can they give in return for 
their life? 38Those who are ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous 
and sinful generation, of them the Son of Man will also be ashamed when he 
comes in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.”

Restore all who are sick or grieving. Bring vindication for victims of injustice, ex-
ploitation, and oppression (especially).

You made Abraham and Sarah the ancestors of a multitude of nations. Bless 
grandparents, parents, and foster parents, and the children who look to them for 
care and guidance. Console those who deal with infertility, parents who have en-
trusted their children to adoption, and children longing to be adopted. Equip min-
istries and services to families. (The congregation’s ministries and community ser-
vices may be named.) Hear us, O God.
