INTRODUCTION 

The fourth of the Old Testament promises providing a baptismal lens this Lent is 
the promise God makes to Moses: those who look on the bronze serpent will live. 
In today’s gospel Jesus says he will be lifted up on the cross like the serpent, so 
that those who look to him in faith will live. When we receive the sign of the cross 
in baptism, that cross becomes the sign we can look to in faith for healing, for re-
stored relationship to God, for hope when we are dying.

Upcoming Commemorations 
Harriet Tubman, died 1913; Sojourner Truth, died 1883; renewers of society 
Harriet Tubman, born into slavery, helped about 300 others to escape slavery until the institu-
tion was abolished. Sojourner Truth, whose birth name was Isabella, was freed after slavery 
was abolished, and discerned a call to be a preacher. Taking the name Sojourner Truth, she 
set out on an evangelistic journey, where people found her testimony to be deeply moving.

miserable food.” 6Then the Lord sent poisonous serpents among the people, and 
they bit the people, so that many Israelites died.

Second Reading: Ephesians 2:1-10  
While we were dead in our sinfulness, God acted to make us alive as a gift of grace 
in Christ Jesus. We are saved not by what we do but by grace through faith. Thus 
our good works are really a reflection of God’s grace at work in our lives. 
 
1You were dead through the trespasses and sins 2in which you once lived, follow-
ing the course of this world, following the ruler of the power of the air, the spirit 
that is now at work among those who are disobedient. 3All of us once lived among 
them in the passions of our flesh, following the desires of flesh and senses, and 
we were by nature children of wrath, like everyone else. 4But God, who is rich in 
mercy, out of the great love with which he loved us 5even when we were dead 
through our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by grace you have 
been saved—6and raised us up with him and seated us with him in the heavenly 
places in Christ Jesus, 7so that in the ages to come he might show the immeasura-
ble riches of his grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 8For by grace you have 
been saved through faith, and this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God—
9not the result of works, so that no one may boast. 10For we are what he has 
made us, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand 
to be our way of life.

[Jesus said:] 14“Just as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the 
Son of Man be lifted up, 15that whoever believes in him may have eternal life. 
 16“For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who 
believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life. 
 17“Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but 



in order that the world might be saved through 
him. 18Those who believe in him are not con-
demned; but those who do not believe are con-
demned already, because they have not be-
lieved in the name of the only Son of God. 
19And this is the judgment, that the light has 
come into the world, and people loved dark-
ness rather than light because their deeds were 
evil. 20For all who do evil hate the light and do 
not come to the light, so that their deeds may 
not be exposed. 21But those who do what is 
true come to the light, so that it may be clearly 
seen that their deeds have been done in God.”
