First Reading: Jeremiah 33:14-16

In the Old Testament, “righteousness” often has to do with being faithful in rela-
tionship. God acts righteously both in punishing Israel for its sin and in having
mercy. In today’s reading, Jerusalem’s future name—“The LORD is our righteous-
ness”—proclaims that God is even now working salvation for Israel.

" The days are surely coming, says the LORD, when | will fulfill the promise | made
to the house of Israel and the house of Judah. ™ In those days and at that time |
will cause a righteous Branch to spring up for David; and he shall execute justice
and righteousness in the land. ' In those days Judah will be saved and Jerusalem
will live in safety. And this is the name by which it will be called: “The LORD is our
righteousness.”

" Now may our God and Father himself and our Lord Jesus direct our way to
you. "~ And may the Lord make you increase and abound in love for one another
and for all, just as we abound in love for you. * And may he so strengthen your
hearts in holiness that you may be blameless before our God and Father at the
coming of our Lord Jesus with all his saints.
